Driving Directions from the Airport 

Drive time: about 1 hour 
 
▪ Leaving the airport, turn right on Brooks Ave 
▪ Take a slight right to merge onto I-390 S 
▪ Take exit 12B toward the NY State Thruway. Follow signs for I-90 East /Albany 
▪ Get off Thruway at exit 43 (Manchester/Palmyra) 
▪ Turn right on NY-21 S 
▪ Almost immediately, turn left on NY-96 S
